Students in grades 3-8 will take the MAP Test (Missouri Assessment Program): 
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April 7th, April 8th, and April 9th, April 14th, 15, & 16th in the areas of math and communication arts; 5th & 8th grade students will also test in the area of science.  We are asking that all students be present and on time each day of testing in order to avoid having to miss instructional time due to make-up testing.  Test preparation will begin promptly at 8:15 AM each morning.  

Please help us to remind students that testing is very important to their academic success.  As a result, we ask that students remain quiet, cooperative, on task, and respectful of the testing environment so that testing is not interrupted in any way.  If students disrupt the testing environment, parents will be contacted and students may be sent home.  In addition, students who disrupt testing will be required to make up any sessions they miss at a later time during the school day/week.

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Students Recognized for Outstanding Academic Performance on Benchmark Exams

We have been using our web-based curriculum program Study Island as one of our tools to help improve as well as monitor student success.  Study Island has 4 benchmark assessment exams similar to the MAP Test available in communication arts and math for students in grades 3-8.  When we took the 2nd exam, approximately 45 students performed in the top 2 quartiles, advanced and proficient.  They were awarded a certificate during our Friday All Star Assembly as well as a “dress down” day.  After our 3rd and most recent exam, the number of students achieving advanced and proficient status was 87, nearly double the previous exam!!!
