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H1N1 Immunization Clinic—Tuesday, December 15th @ IAAS

Dear Parents/Guardians:

Imagine Academy of Academic Success will be hosting an H1N1 immunization clinic on Tuesday December 15, 2009 and Tuesday January 12, 2010 for all of our currently enrolled students. There will not be a charge for this vaccine and it is not required that your child receive the H1N1 vaccine.  Parents are welcome to attend the immunization clinic at our Imagine Academy of Academic Success campus.  Parents do not need to be present for their child to receive the vaccine. The H1N1 vaccine will be the only immunization that will be offered on these dates.

Two different types of H1N1 vaccine are currently being produced.  We have no control or choice of which vaccine will be provided.  Information regarding the different types of vaccines including some of the side effects are provided in the packet that was sent home with your child.  Please carefully read all of the information that has been provided so you can make an informed choice regarding the H1N1 vaccine.  If you need another packet, please contact me.
There are 4 pages of information in the packet for you to review.  Please read both sides of these pages and completely fill out all of the forms.  Pay special attention to the form that is titled “Screening for 2009 H1N1 Influenza Vaccine Eligibility.” This form enables the medical staff to correctly determine which type of vaccine is appropriate for your child to receive.  Partially filled out forms can not be accepted. Verbal consent will not be accepted.
