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IAAS Terra Nova Post-Testing: May 5th, 6th, 7th, & 8th    


Imagine Academy of Academic Success utilizes the Terra Nova Test to measure student learning gains each year.   Shortly after school begins, 1st-8th grade students take are tested (pre-test).  Near the end of the school year, all students in Kindergarten through 8th grade are tested (post-test) to determine individual student learning growth, classroom growth, and school-wide growth in the area of academics.  Students are tested in communication arts, mathematics, science, and social studies.  


We are asking that all students be present and on time each day of testing in order to avoid having to miss instructional time due to make-up testing.  Test preparation will begin promptly at 8:15 AM each morning.  
Please help us to remind students that testing is very important to their academic success.  As a result, we ask that students remain quiet, cooperative, on task, and respectful of the testing environment so that testing is not interrupted in any way.  If students disrupt the testing environment, parents will be contacted and students may be sent home.  In addition, students who disrupt testing will be required to make up any sessions they miss at a later time during the school day/week.
